Community Update

This is a reminder that weekly property inspections of your community are conducted to ensure compliance with the covenants, conditions and restrictions (DCC&Rs).  This is the time of year when many decide to take on projects of improvement around their homes and yards, so the Board of Directors would like to take this opportunity to remind everyone about some key parts of the governing document provisions.  

Please refer to the Country Meadow Declaration of Covenants, Conditions and Restrictions for more detailed information regarding the following:

Architectural Changes/Requests

(b)   No building, structure, fence, wall or improvement of any kind or nature shall be erected, placed or altered on any Lot until all plans and specifications (including, but not limited to, erection plans) and/or a Plot plan have been submitted to and approved in writing by the Committee as to:

(i) quality of workmanship and materials; adequacy of site dimensions; adequacy of structural design; proper facing of main elevation with respect to nearby streets.

(ii) conformity and harmony of the external design, color, type and appearance exterior surface and landscaping;

(iii) location with respect to topography and finished grade elevation and effect of location and use on neighboring Lots and improvements situated thereon and any drainage arrangement;

(iv) the other standards set forth within this Declaration (and any amendments heretofore as may be set forth within bulletins promulgated by the Committee, or matters, which the Committee has been vested with the authority to render a final interpretation and decision.

Note:  Please be certain you fill out a copy of the plat of your Lot showing exact placement, height, square footage, etc., along with the Architectural Control Committee request form, in order to process your request in a timely manner.

Roof Replacements

8.07 Roof Construction.  Roof cladding must be approved in writing by the Architectural Control Committee.  The following roof materials are to be used unless an alternate is approved in writing by the Architectural Control Committee: No. 1 fire retardant treated wood shingles or cedar shakes, copper, slate, tile and concrete tile, or composition shingles.

Specifications for composition shingle roofs shall include the following:

1. Composition shingles must meet Underwriters Laboratories, Inc. (UL), or equivalent specifications in general.

2. The shingles must have a UL Class A fire-resistant rating.

3. The shingles must be UL Class A wind-resistant.

4. The shingle must be of multi-layered laminate construction.

5. The shingles must have a minimum weight of 240 pounds per square (100 square feet).

6. The shingles must have a manufacturer’s warranty of at least 20 years.

There shall not be erected on any Lot a residence whose quality of structure and finish does not meet minimum property standards established by the Building Code of the Town, nor shall any alteration or addition to any residence be made which does not meet the same minimum property standards.

Maintenance of Lawns

8.15 Grass and Weeds.  Grass, weeds, and other vegetation on each Lot must be kept mowed at regular intervals so as to maintain the property in a neat and attractive manner.  Upon failure to maintain any Lot, the Association may, at its option, have the grass, weeds and vegetation cut as often as necessary in its judgment, and the Owner of such property shall be obligated, when presented with an itemized statement, to reimburse said Association for the cost of such work. 

Parking

8.19 Boats, Trailers, Recreational Vehicles, Commercial Vehicles and Non-Operational Vehicles.  All boats, pickup campers, travel trailers, motor homes and any other type recreational vehicles, commercial vehicles, and non-operational vehicles must be shielded from view of all streets.  None of these vehicles, trailers or motor homes shall at any time be used as a residence or office temporarily or permanently.

Fences

8.14 Fences, Walls and Meters

“…all fences shall be of either wood, ornamental iron or masonry construction unless otherwise approved in writing by the ACC.  Such fences shall not be in excess of eight (8) feet in height.”

This is a reminder that all Owners are responsible to maintain the fence(s) on their lots.  In the cases where a section is shared, it is considered a joint responsibility; however, if one Owner requests permission to replace a shared section, is willing to bear the full expense, and the request is both document compliant and where/when necessary, meets the Town of Flower Mound permit requirements, that request will be approved by the Architectural Control Committee.

Please note that if you are moving or replacing existing posts, a permit is required from the Town.  A copy of the permit should be submitted with your application for Architectural Review.

General Notes

Everyone is asked to please remove any holiday decorations, lights, light clips, wreaths, etc. at this time.  We all enjoyed the festive atmosphere they provided during the holiday season, but it’s now time to take them down!

The Spring Community Yard Sale is being planned for May.  Mark your calendars now and plan to participate – more information regarding specific day, date, and times will be forthcoming.
